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This is the first adition
of a hopefuily reguiar
newsletter that will be
iooking at Nazi activity
in the North West. lts
aim is to co-ordinate
information amongst
anti fascists and help
equip them with a
greater understanding
of the far right in the
region. It will remain
politically independent
and urges anti fascists
to get involved in local
monitoring.

Rochdale BNP branch has
announced that it will stand
at least three candidates in
the forthcoming jocal
council elections. Newbold,
where there has been an
upsurge in racist violence is
likely to have the Rochdale
based North West BNP
organiser Ken Henderson
standing. Henderson who
will be featured later in the
newsletter in a BNP “who's
who lives in the area. The
other two wards Smallbridge
where the BNP has stood
previously and Balderstone
have also seen increased
racial vioience in recent
months.

Eisewhere in the North West
it's odds on that the BNP will
be putting up candidates in
the Burnley area and
possibilly Blackburn. A
rumour that they will be
putting up in Oldham is
doing the rounds.

Anti-fascists must be careful
of complacency, to say that
the Isle of Dogs BNP
election victory was a one
off is dangerous and this
May we must be on our toes
in the region.

The situation in Manchester
on the whole is quite good.
Anti fascists have been on

the ball in Manchester. The
setting up of a South
Manchester BNP branch last
year was a challenge to anti
fascists and they were
successful in forcing its
disbanding. Searchlight and
AFA were in the main
responsible for early
intelligence gathering and
although the South
Manchester branch is still
adverrtised in British
Nationalist, it exists in name
only.

Several BNP supporters
including two from Timperley
and a couple of Stretford
based nazis still seem keen
to fly the flag but have
thrown their hand in with
BNP units operating outside
the City.

The geriatric Salford BNP
led by Alan Payne, a British
Rail guard is in terminal
decline. Ridiculed by their
collegues after the branch
was infiltrated by anti fascists
in 1990 the Salford BNP
has been unable to rebuild
its credibility.

NAZI VIOLENCE

n Tameside the BNP has
apparently set up a thriving
unit, claiming to have 20
members. Led by Peter
Rushton the Tameside BNP
was responsible for
faunching an attack in
Ashton town centre on
some ANL supporters. Ken
Henderson was in
attendance and was
overheard praising his
comrades at the good work.
The BNP succeeded in
breaking a womans jaw-
hows that for bravery. in the
gang that attacked the ANL
were several what are called
“Oldham irregulars’
consisting of skinheads not
all under the direct control of

the BNP. it seems that these
thugs are called in for
special occasions. Ironicaily
Peter Rushton is under
suspicion by the terrorist
nazi Combat 18 for being a
Searchlight spy or Speciai
Branch agent! At the annual
international fascist
gathering in Dixmuide last
year he was beaten up by
C18 thugs a similar fate
repeated at the BNP A.G.M.
a few months later.
Whatever C18 think of
Rushton he is still one of
Hendersons blue eyed
boysand the North West
BNP have given him their
backing. This coincides with
the official proscription of
C18 by the BNP in January.

C18/BNP HIT LiSTS

Ken Henderson has been
responsible for passing
information on anti fascists
to C18. The intention being
that C18 target people for
attack. Because of the poor
intelligence of the BNP
much of the information sent
to C18 is out of date. The
consequence of this is that
innocent “non-combattents’
become targetted. Apart
from the C18 lists their is a
iocally circulated list that
urges harrassment of
political opponents.
Members of AFA, ANL and
the SWP have been
targetted. Aithough B8NP
intelligence gathering has
hardly been up to scratch
their is evidence that the
BNP are beefing up this
area. The send their people
into Frontline Books in
Manchester to pick up
information. Be careful
about what you put up on
noticeboards or pelition
sheets being left around
unsupervised. This is a
steady source of
information for the fascists
